Who can apply?

Any student about to enter Year 7 in 2023 and planning to attend North
Rockhampton High School. Students from all primary schools are welcome to
apply. You can apply for any bursary but cannot be awarded more than one. If
applications aren’t of a suitable standard, we may not award all bursaries in a given
year.
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How will the bursary winners be selected?

A panel consisting of the Principal and a P&C Association representative will review
applications and select the bursary recipients. The decision of the panel will be
final. Successful applicants will be advised in writing.

What happens after the recipients are selected?

The successful student and parents will be contacted and arrangements made to
present the bursary at the final parade of the student’s primary school.

During the period of the bursary, the recipients will be expected to continue to
show the qualities for which they were awarded. In cases where this does not
occur, the bursary may be withdrawn.
